The Niagara Peninsula Conservation Authority (NPCA) is pleased to offer the Controlled Waterfowl
Hunt at Binbrook Conservation Area for another year.

For the 2009 waterfowl season, hunting will be offered at Binbrook Conservation Area on Mondays
and Saturdays from September 26 to December 12 (during unfrozen lake conditions and excluding
Thanksgiving Monday). All hunting is from thirteen designated hunting blinds from sunrise to 11:30
a.m., and a lottery/ draw will be held to reserve hunting blinds for the first two weeks of the waterfowl

season.

The fees and lottery draw in effect include:
i) hunting fees at $25 /blind/day (maximum of 2 people per blind)

v)  a hunting harvest report must be completed and returned to the gatehouse at the end of each hunting
